CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE
Cleaning the unit: 
1.  Turn off and unplug the air cleaner. 
2.  The outside of the unit can be cleaned with a soft, 

clean dampened cloth.
3.  The air inlet grill (see figure 2) can be cleaned with a 

soft, clean damp cloth.
4.  The filtered air outlet can be cleaned of dust with a 

small soft brush. 
5.  If you wish to clean the inside of the air purifier, 

please only use a dry, soft cloth to wipe it down. DO 
NOT WASH FILTERS. 

6.  NEVER use detergents, gasoline, glass cleaner, 
furniture polish, paint thinner or other household 

solvents to clean any part of the air cleaner.
WARNING: Do not allow moisture to come in contact 
with the main housing of the air purifier.  
FILTER REPLACEMENT INSTRUCTIONS
1.  On average, HEPA filters need to be replaced every 

9-12 months. Filter life will vary depending on air 
quality and usage.

2.  Turn off and unplug the air 
purifier before attempting 
to replace the filters.

3.  Remove each of the filters 
from the unit by pulling 
them gently towards you.

4.  Discard the old HEPA 
filters. DO NOT attempt to 
clean them. 

5.  Remove protective plastic 
bags and install new 
HAPF350 Silver-Treated 
HEPA filters into the unit.  

NOTE: Use a hang tab and 
filter clips to ensure the filter 
attaches properly:
• Make sure the hang tab is securely in place. Align the 

clip on the top of the filter with the rails on the inside 
of the unit. Gently slide the filter onto the rail (see 
Figures 3 and 4).

• Place air inlet grill back onto unit securely.
6.  Reset the Filter Check Indicator by pressing the 

Power button ( ) for 3 seconds.
NOTE: Every time you power on the air cleaner, the 
Filter Check Indicator icon ( ) will blink 3 times on the 
LCD display. This routine test checks the current condition 
of the filters. If filters are in good condition, the icon will 
disappear. If not, the icon will remain lit until filters have 
been replaced and Filter Check Indicator ( ) has been 
reset (see instructions above).

Problem Solution

• Unit will not operate ✔ Make sure the unit is plugged in and outlet is energized.
✔ Make sure unit turned ON.

• Decreased air flow ✔ Make sure nothing is blocking air inlet and filtered air outlets.
✔ Remove all plastic bags from filters. 
✔ Check condition of filters and replace if necessary.

• Brand-new filters appear 
dirty 

✔ Dark particles that may be visible on the surface of filter media are the silver 
materials. This is NOT dirt; in fact, these particles are the essential elements 
for this filter's effectiveness in fighting airborne bacteria and germs.

• Excessive noise ✔ Remove plastic bags from filters.
✔ Make sure parts are firmly positioned in place.

• The filter check indicator 
will not reset

✔ Check condition of the filters and replace if necessary.
✔ Press and hold down the Power button ( ) for 3 seconds. The Filter Check 

Indicator icon on the display screen should disappear.

BEFORE USE 
1. Carefully unpack your air cleaner. 
2. Select a firm, level surface with no obstructions to the 

air inlets or outlets.
3. If the filter is covered by a bag when shipped, 

remove plastic bag before use and place filters into 
unit. (Reference FILTER REPLACEMENT 
INSTRUCTIONS). 

BEFORE USING THE REMOTE CONTROL: 
Unpack the remote control from box. It includes one 
lithium battery, CR2025/3V. Please note this remote 
control will not work through walls. 
NOTE: REMOVE THE PROTECTIVE COVER FROM THE 
BATTERY PRIOR TO BEGINNING OPERATION. 
The lithium coin battery used in this product contains 
perchlorate material.

IONIZER
This appliance has an optional ionizer feature which, 
when turned on, releases negative ions into outgoing 
filtered air to help the air purification process.
What Are Ions? 
Ions are tiny particles that carry a positive or negative 
charge. They exist naturally around us: in the air, water, 
and ground. Both positive and negative ions are colorless, 
odorless, and completely harmless. 
How Does The Ionizer Work? 
Negative ions help air purification by attaching 
themselves to very small airborne particles in the room. 
These particles take on a negative charge and may join 
with positively charged particles such as dust, pollen, 
smoke, and pet dander to form larger particles. These 
larger particles are then more easily captured by the 
filter system. 
Important Notes:
Your ionizer may produce an occasional popping or 
cracking sound. This is normal and occurs when a small 
buildup of ions is discharged.
After extended use, you may notice dust around the grills 
or front panel. This is caused by negative ions exiting the 
air outlet, evidence of the ionizer’s air cleaning 
effectiveness. You can remove the dust with a soft brush 
or clean, damp cloth.
Larger particles may be attracted to positively charged 
surfaces throughout the home, like walls or floors. 
• This may occur more frequently when the filter is 

nearing the end of its useful product life and unable 
to capture as many charged particles.

• Excessive amounts of pet dander, dust, or smoke may 
decrease the life expectancy of the filter(s) and 
interfere with the ionization process. 

To help prevent particles from attracting to surfaces 
throughout your home:
• You may want to run the ionizer less often.
• Check the condition of filters more frequently.

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions 
should always be followed to reduce the risk of fire, electric 
shock, and injury to persons.

Battery Replacement
1. Locate the battery cover on the back of the remote 

control handset. 
2. Using a coin, rotate the battery cover 

counterclockwise and insert the battery.
3. Replace the battery cover. 
4. For your convenience, a remote control holder is 

located on the back of the air purifier.
NOTES:
• Remove the battery from the equipment when it is 

not being used for an extended period of time.
• Remove the used battery promptly.
• Remove battery before discarding the remote.
• Do not discard used batteries into household trash 

containers. Contact your local government for 
disposal or recycling practices in your area. 

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
IMPORTANT:
• Remove all plastic bags from filters before use.
• DO NOT POINT FILTERED AIR OUTLET TOWARDS WALL.
To operate your air cleaner: 
1. Press the POWER button ( ).
 •   The LCD and the indicator lights on the 5 buttons 

will illuminate.

 •   The air cleaner will turn on at the optimal filtering 
speed for normal conditions (4), LCD will display 
both "4" and the fan icon ( ).

 •   Filter Check Indicator ( ) will blink for 3 times 
to test the current condition of the filter, and then 
go off to indicate that the filter is in good condition 
of operation. 

2. You can change the filtering speed by pressing the 
ARROW buttons ( / ) until you reach the desired 
speed: 4-3-2-1. 

 •   The air cleaner will turn off when you press the 
POWER button ( ) at any speed.

3. Press IONIZER button ( ) to turn ionizer ON or OFF.
 •   The Ionizer icon ( ) will appear on the LCD 

display when this function is activated.
 •   IONIZER button ( ) works in any mode except 

when air cleaner is turned off.
4. You may set the TIMER to automatically turn off your 

air cleaner when the desired time has elapsed. Press 
the TIMER button ( ) until you reach the desired 
number of hours you want the unit to operate (from 
0 to 9 hours). 

 •   The number of hours selected and the Timer icon 
( ) will light up on the LCD display and remain 
illuminated on the control panel.

 •   When time is up, the air cleaner will turn off.
 •   To CANCEL the timer, press the TIMER button ( ) 

until the icon disappears on the LCD display. You 
may also cancel the timer operation by turning the 
POWER button ( ) off.

To operate the air cleaner with your remote control:
1. Press the POWER button ( ). 
 •   The air cleaner will turn on at at the optimal 

filtering speed for normal conditions (4).
2. Select filtering speed by pressing the ARROW buttons 

( / ) until you reach your desired speed: 4-3-2-1.
3. Turn IONIZER ( ) ON or OFF.
4. Press the TIMER button ( ) to program your air 

cleaner to shut off automatically after running a 
defined time interval (from 1 to 9 hours).
