It is important to protect
the fan head from dust.

To turn the fan on, press the power/speed button(®
/&) located on the control panel or press the power
button(C)) on the remote control.

The fan will run ot the lowest speed setting (1). To
cycle through to higher speed setfings (2-3-4-5),
press the power/speed button(¢) /) located on
the control panel or press the speed button ( &) on
the remote control. The corresponding indicator light
will illuminate to indicate which setting is selected.

To turn the oscillation on and off, press the oscillation
button( %e>~) located on the control panel or remote
control.

To set your fan to automatically shut off, press the
timer button() located on the control panel or the
remote control. When set, the fan will run and
automatically shut off after the set duration of time
(2, 4, or 8 hours) has expired.

To activate the breeze mode, press the breeze button
(=) located on the control panel or remote control.
When turned on, the fan will randomly cycle through
the five speeds setfings recreating a natural outdoor
breeze.

To turn the fan off, press and hold the power/speed
button( /&) for 3 seconds located on the control
panel or press the power button (¢ ) once on the
remote conirol.

NOTE: Your fan features LED indicator lights. When a
specific feature is activated on your fan, a corresponding
LED indicator light will illuminate showing which Feuiures
have been activated.
