Day 2
We found an ancient staircase! How exciting! I wonder where it leads? 
During VBS you found two sets of stairs that were artifacts from the 
Bible stories. Where do those stairs lead? 

The first set of stairs leads down into the Pool of Siloam, where Jesus 
sent the man who was blind to wash the mud off of his eyes. Jesus 
healed the man! You can read more at site 1A on the back of this 
sheet. Archaeologists found the steps into the actual pool during a 
repair project in 2004. 

Family Activity: Choose partners and give each pair a blindfold. 
Create an obstacle course. Blindfold one partner and allow the other 
partner to talk him through the maze. Whichever team finishes first, 
wins! (Or, take turns blindfolding and timing each person.)

Day 3
The second set of stairs from VBS used to lead through the city of 
Jerusalem, all the way up to the house of Caiaphas, where Jesus was 
tried the night before He died for our sins. Some of these stairs are 
still there! Jesus probably climbed those stairs the night of His trial. He 
knew what was going to happen, but He still followed God’s plan. Read 
more at site 2A on the back of this sheet.

Family Activity: Why did Jesus die for our sins? Turn to grid square 
2B on this site to dig up the greatest treasure the Bible has for us: 
the good news of how Jesus loves us so much, He died for our sins, 
and how He wants a relationship with us! Gather a poster board and 
art supplies and, as a family, make a big version of square 2B. Then, 
take time as a family to go through each part of the poster and each 
Scripture to understand what Jesus did and why.

day 4
Wow, what’s this huge stone? Round stones like this were used to 
seal the graves of the wealthiest people in Jesus’ day. They were 
so rare, only a few have been found. In the Old Testament, prophets 
wrote that when He died, Jesus would be buried with the rich. When 
the Bible says that Jesus was buried behind a round gravestone, that 
is proof that He was buried just like God said He would be. 

But, Jesus didn’t stay buried behind that stone! Jesus is  
alive! Read the whole story at site 3A.

Family Activity: When Jesus’ disciples heard Jesus’ tomb was empty, 
they ran to see! Who in your family can run the fastest?  
Have a race to find out. Then, celebrate with cake and ice  
cream (or your family’s favorite dessert). Celebrate  
the fact that Jesus is alive!  

This dig site is laid out in a grid. Archaeologists create these grids so they 
can remember where they found each artifact. Some of these numbers 
correspond to sites on the game board map you’ll dig up when you reach the 
bottom of this site and flip the paper over. When you dig up an artifact, check 
out the matching site on the map!

Squares 2C, 3C, 1A, 2A, and 3A correspond to Bible stories from VBS. Plan 
five family devotion times to read the Bible verses and talk about what 
happened in each story. 

(note: you can choose to do this in the order that you dig up each artifact or 
by the VBS days provided) Add a family prayer night to top things off. See 
square 3B for ideas. Don’t forget to make time to do the fun family activities in 
each square, too!

Day 1
We found two artifacts! One is a jar just like what shepherds found in 
the Qumran Caves in 1947. Archaeologists studied the jars’ contents 
and found scrolls with parts of the Old Testament on them. Want to 
read some of those Old Testament words, and how Jesus fulfilled those 
words when He came? Look for site 2C on the back of this sheet! 

Family Activity: Write down a list of family birthdays, then tell a story 
about something that happened on or around each of those days. Write 
those stories down, too! What are some things you know about the story 
of Jesus’ birth?

Day 5
The second artifact is the scroll from inside the jar. A scroll like this, 
called the Great Isaiah Scroll, was one of the first scrolls found in 
the Qumran Caves. It’s the largest, best preserved Bible scroll found 
there, and also one of the oldest. What did Isaiah say about Jesus in 
this scroll? Check it out at site 3C on the back of this sheet!

Family Activity: What’s the best trip you ever took as a family? Find 
pictures of your favorite trips and make a scrapbook or online photo 
book. Where is somewhere you would like to go? Where was the 
Ethiopian going in today’s story? How did Philip find him? Has God 
ever told you to go somewhere or do something? What happened?

The Gospel: God’s Plan for Me
The word gospel means “good news.” It is the message about Christ, the kingdom 

of God, and salvation. Use the following guide to share the gospel with kids.
 G OD RULES. The Bible tells us God created everything, including you and me, and He is 

in charge of everything. (Genesis 1:1; Revelation 4:11; Colossians 1:16-17)
W E SINNED. We all choose to disobey God. The Bible calls this sin. Sin separates us 

from God and deserves God’s punishment of death. (Romans 3:23; 6:23)
 G OD PROVIDED. God sent Jesus, the perfect solution to our sin problem, to rescue us 

from the punishment we deserve. It’s something we, as sinners, could never earn on 
ourown. Jesus alone saves us. (John 3:16; Ephesians 2:8-9)

  J ESUS GIVES. Jesus lived a perfect life, died on the cross for our sins, and rose again. 
Because Jesus gave up His life for us, we can be welcomed into God’s family for 
eternity. This is the best gift ever! (Romans 5:8; 2 Corinthians 5:21; 1 Peter 3:18)

 W E RESPOND. We can respond to Jesus. The ABCs of Becoming a Christian is a simple 
tool that helps us remember how to respond when prompted by the Holy Spirit to 
receive the gift Jesus offers.

       A—ADMIT to God that you are a sinner. Repent, turning away from your sin.  
(Romans 3:23; Acts 3:19; 1 John 1:9)
       B—BELIEVE that Jesus is God’s Son and accept God’s gift of forgiveness from sin.        
(Acts 16:31; Acts 4:12; John 14:6; Ephesians 2:8-9)
       C—CONFESS your faith in Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord. (Romans 10:9-10,13)

Plan a family prayer night
1.  Set the scene. Choose quiet worship music. Put all the devices in your house on 

“do not disturb” mode. Create a low distraction environment.

2.  Say, “Thank you.” Give each family member an index card. Allow time for each 
person to write or draw something he is thankful to God for. Then, take turns 
saying, “Thank you,” aloud or silently to God. Do not force anyone to pray out 
loud. Ask a volunteer to close this time by thanking God for His Son, Jesus. 

3.  Tell God your concerns. Make a family list of things you are worried about, 
struggling with, or need to ask God for. Spend time allowing each person to lift 
these items up to God if she chooses. Be honest with God about how you’re 
feeling and what you need. 

4.  Ask for God’s will. Tell God you know He has a good plan,  
even if it’s not what you think should happen in these  
situations. Ask God to do His will and show your family  
what He wants you to do.
