Leg Post Frame

Threaded Rods, 4 pcs.

1. Unpack and identify all parts.
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Important:
Remove plastic washer on
each disk before assembly.
These are for shipping
protection only

Connecting
Disk

End with

Place tabletop on a soft, clean surface with
silver connecting disks facing up.

Screw a threaded rod all the way into each
connecting disk, as shown in figure 1.
Hand tighten only. No need to use tools.

Place leg post frame over the threaded
rods. Note there is a washer inside each
corner tube. These washers must face up
when placing the frame on the glass, as
shown in figure 2.

Screw legs onto threaded rods, as shown
in figure 3. Tighten securely by hand

only. Note that after fully tightening there
should be a decorative gap between the leg
shoulder and the leg post frame, as shown
in figure 4. If these parts are flush without
a decorative gap, then the leg post frame is
upside down and needs to be reversed.

Carefully return table to upright position. It
is now assembled and ready to use.
