INSTRUCTIONS:

STEP 1 Lay the three panels (#1, #2, #3) on a protected surface, Insert dowels (A) into the four alignment holes on the center panel, slide together
STEP 2 Connect the three panels using eight of the Connector Caps {B) and eight of the 30mm KD Bolts (C) using the supplied 4mm Allen Wrench (D}
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STEP 3 Align the side rails (#5) following the “BOTTOM” indicators and secure with ten #6 x 1-1/2” drywall screws(E) [Phillips screw gun required]

STEP 4 With an assistant lift up the screen from the bottom and attach the two Leg Support Brackets (#4) with four 30mm KD Bolts (C)
through the bottom of the bracket and two 40mm KD Bolts (F) through the side of the Leg Support Bracket. Apply option FELT (K) to
protect Flooring.

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STEP 5 With an assistant lift divider into it upright position, Secure the remaining side with eight Connector Caps (B) and eight 30mm KD Bolts (C) using
the supplied 4mm Allen Wrench (D).

Add the Plastic Caps (G) to the Vertical Side Post and the FASTCAP stickers (H) to the heads of the KD bolts on the Horizontal Rails.

Remove protective film and Install two Acrylic Panels (#3) by sliding into the Upper Groove and lowering into Lower Groove.

Move into final position.

STEP 6 Attach brackets (1) to the lower side of the rail to the appropriate location where
you wish to position your desk(s).

STEP 7 Position Desk and connect bracket to the underside of desk with one washer head
screw 6 x 11" (J) through each of the brackets.
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CARING FOR YOUR FURNITURE:
* Use a soft, clean cloth that not scratch the surface when dusting
