If lock is select the screen 
automatically returns to the home screen with a lock 
icon in the lower left-hand side of the screen.

While the screen is locked, no adjustments can be 
made to the temperature settings.

Screen Saver - Options are ON or OFF. Default is 
OFF. When set to ON, screen will remain on for 30 
seconds after last activity and then the screen will 
go blank. 

The screen saver off timer cannot be adjusted.

Screen Brightness - There is a slider bar to allow 
adjustments to the screen’s brightness.

Away

When the thermostat is in Away mode, it places all 
zone sensors into away mode as well. This cannot 
be overridden at the zone sensor itself.

No adjustments can be made from the zone sensor 
while in this mode.
